RE:  REMINDER ~ SECOND NOTICE Maryland Port Administration ID Badge Renewals 

In January 2007, the MPA began issuing new smart card ID badges to facility employees, longshoremen, contractors and other maritime professionals.  These new cards are valid until the expiration date printed on the face of the ID.  Roughly 2,000 ID badges will expire in 2010.  ID badges may only be renewed during the month your badge will expire.  MPA badge holders and company sponsor are responsible for knowing when to begin the renewal process.  

To renew your ID badge, complete the MPA Terminal Identification Badge & Renewal Request Application form attached. Badge holders must report in person for renewal of their ID badge.  The ID office is located on the Dundalk Marine Terminal in Bldg. 97C, Suite 123.  The phone number is 410-633-1152.  

While renewing your ID badge, badge holders will be required to take Security Awareness refresher training by reading through a study guide and completing a questionnaire.  Hours of operation are:  Monday through Friday 9 am to 4 pm.    Badge holders will not be renewed if they arrive after 3:30 pm. 

Documents required to renew include:

· Completed and signed Application form (attached)

· Expired or due to expire MPA ID badge

· Unexpired TWIC card

· Unexpired Driver’s license or State ID card
