Company, vessel, and facility security officers and personnel responsible for security duties are required to obtain a TWIC.  Individuals who need unescorted access to secure areas of ports, facilities, or vessels regulated by MTSA will need to obtain a TWIC.

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      How much will the TWIC cost? 

The TWIC will cost $132.50 and the credential is valid for five years.  Workers with current, comparable background checks (MML, HME, and FAST cardholders) may pay a reduced fee of $105.25.
